PH 111 (Physical Science II) and SE 496 (Introduction to Special Education) have field experiences as co requisites.  These two courses should not be taken in the same semester.

The social science core requirements for Elementary Education are fulfilled through ED 202 and ED 205.

MA 103 (Fundamental Concepts of Mathematics I) does not fulfill the Math or the Math/Science core requirement.  ST 110 fulfills the Math core requirement for Elementary Education majors.

Consistent with Loyola’s emphasis on high quality teacher preparation, elementary education majors and students who choose a secondary education or special education minor are required to maintain a 2.500 overall average in order to remain in good standing and be eligible for Phase II of the Internship or the Practicum in Special Education.  

*Students must also complete all required education coursework, including field experiences prior to beginning the second phase of the internship.  During the spring of their senior year, Elementary Education majors who are not eligible for Phase II of the Internship register for the 15-credit, Non-Certification Option: SE 481, two departmental electives (in consultation with the advisor), and two electives.
