History majors take a minimum of thirteen history courses, including the HS 101 core course and twelve upper-division (HS 300- and 400-level) courses.

HS 101 and WR 100 are prerequisites for enrollment in all other history courses.

History 400 (History Methods) is normally taken in the sophomore year.

Each student will be required to take two courses in each of the following areas: European History, American History, and Non-Western History.  The 300-Level history core course, special topics courses and seminar courses count for this distribution requirement.  Students may substitute additional seminars in place of special topics courses.
Specialized study courses that serve a particular purpose (HS 401 – 409) can be taken as part of the courses required for the History major but cannot be used in lieu of the two special topics courses or the seminar. Majors may also elect to take extra seminars or special topics courses in place of HS 3** Level courses.

It is recommended that history majors take the American History survey courses (HS 340-341), History Internship (HS 405), Introduction to Computers with Software Applications (CS 111), Introduction to Statistical Methods and Data Analysis (ST 110), and introductory courses in economics (EC), political science (PS), and sociology (SC).
