The interdisciplinary Minor in Latin American and Latino Studies (LALS) is built on a historical, cultural, literary, sociological and political understanding of the Spanish, Portuguese, and French-speaking nations and provinces in the Americas in their relationship to the United States. Students come to appreciate the diversity of Latin American and U.S. Latino experiences while gaining comparative knowledge of the cultural production, history, and politics of Latin Americans as well as Latinos in the United States.

One of the five electives has to be taken at 200-level or above; the remaining four electives must be taken at the 300-level or above.
No more than four courses can be taken from a department that contains more than one discipline and courses must be distributed minimally across three disciplines (e.g., HS, ML, SC, SN).

Two courses may be cross-counted between LALS and another major or minor, as long as the department chair of the other major or minor is in agreement. Completion of the core language requirement is required.

A service-learning or study abroad/international experience is required. The international experience must be in Latin America and up to three study-abroad courses can count toward the LALS minor. The service-learning option would be integral to an approved LALS elective course and entails working with any group of Franco-Luso-Hispanic peoples in the Baltimore area.
The advisor will work with each student to develop a coherent program of study, guide the student and meet informally at least once a semester to converse and look for connections between courses. Students are required to complete and submit a final portfolio of their work.
