**A major-level course in Physics, Chemistry, Biology, or Engineering with accompanying lab. The principal focus of the course must be science and/or quantitative methods – not computer programming or computer engineering.  Taking BOTH PH 394 and PH 395, Methods of Instrumentation I and II, satisfies this requirement.

The B.A. program offers the opportunity for more non-departmental electives and is compatible with a variety of minors.  Four specialty tracks are offered: Networks, Software Engineering, Interdisciplinary Study, and General Computer Science.

The Computer Science electives for majors must be 300-level or above.  All electives must be three credits.
A Certificate in Computer Programming is awarded to students who successfully complete CS 201, CS 202, and CS 301.

Students may choose computer science electives from Loyola’s Master of Computer Science (M.S.) program.  Two such courses may be counted toward both the bachelor’s and master’s degree making it possible to complete the requirements for both degrees within a five-year span.
