Students who score over 600 on the Latin placement examination must take one 300-level course to fulfill their language core requirement.  Upon successful completion of that course, they also receive credit for Latin 124 (but not Latin 123).  

Of the six language courses:  At least two must be in Greek and at least four courses must be at the intermediate or advanced level.  Introductory Latin courses (LT*121 and LT*122) do not count for the major.

Of the six classical civilization courses: only two may be cross-listed in fine arts, HN 220 may count as one of these courses, up to two departmentally-approved courses focusing on the ancient world that are not officially cross-listed in the Classics department.
The Senior Honors Thesis (CL*450) is an Honors Option available to qualified senior majors.  The course involves an independent study and a thesis.  It may be substituted for up to two advanced language electives.
