Students who score over 600 on the Latin placement examination must take one 300-level course to fulfill their language core requirement.  Upon successful completion of that course, they also receive credit for Latin 124 (but not Latin 123).  

Advanced Greek reading courses may be substituted for Latin electives.  The Senior Honors Thesis (CL 450) is an Honors option available to qualified senior majors.  The course involves an independent study and a thesis, and it may be substituted for up to two Latin electives.  

CL 211, CL 212, CL 213, and CL 218 are cross-listed with the English department.  These courses fulfill the English core requirement.
CL 300, CL 301, CL 312, CL 313, CL 314, CL 320, CL 324, CL 326, CL 327, CL 329, CL 334, and CL 420 are cross-listed with the History department.  These courses, except CL 420, fulfill the History core requirement.
CL 241, CL 308 and CL 309 are cross-listed with the Fine Arts department.  CL 308 and CL 309 fulfill major requirements for fine arts majors with concentrations in art history, photography, or studio arts.  Neither course fulfills the Fine Arts core requirement.

CL 380 and CL 381 are cross-listed with the Political Science department.  These courses fulfill major requirements for political science majors.
