Intermediate Language II or an appropriate score on the College’s placement test is a prerequisite for all courses numbered 200 or higher.  Unless otherwise noted in the course description or waived by the chair in consultation with the instructor, FR 201 is the prerequisite for all courses numbered 205 or higher.  

Twelve courses above the intermediate level are required for majors in French, German, and Spanish.  Although majors are offered only in French, German, and Spanish, some courses are offered in Chinese, Italian, and Japanese.  
Majors need a minimum of three 200-level courses and four 300-level courses.

Majors and minors should take FR 201 (Composition and Conversation) in the freshman or sophomore year.  Freshman can take Composition and Conversation in the appropriate language if they have achieved a satisfactory score on the Language Placement Test and are thereby exempted from the intermediate language requirement.  Majors should consult the department chair about the effect of the Placement Test score on an individual’s academic program.
The Department also offers interdisciplinary courses in English that are signified by a ML course prefix.  These courses are open to non-majors and do fulfill departmental major and minor elective requirements.  EN 101 is not a prerequisite for these courses.  Majors can take up to two courses in English; minors and interdisciplinary majors, one.  ML courses counting for the major and minor must be at or above the 200-level.  In certain cases, a course in English may be taken outside of the department (substituted for a ML course) provided it relates to the language core and is approved by the department.
All language majors are encouraged to spend a summer or junior year abroad.  Students who major in the Department of Modern Languages and Literatures and study abroad must take half of their course requirements for the major at Loyola College.  Upon their return from study abroad, all students with a major or minor in French, German, or Spanish must take one 300 or 400-level course in the language of their major/minor at Loyola College.

All language majors are encouraged to explore another area such as history, political science, business, or economics.  They should take as many free electives as possible in that area to broaden their knowledge in the culture and society of their target area and to enhance their employment possibilities.
For interdisciplinary majors involving a modern language, the equivalent of a minor in the modern language is required.
