PY 101 (Introductory Psychology) is a prerequisite for all other PY courses.

ST 110, ST 210, or ST 265 is required prior to taking PY 291 (Research Methods I).  This should be taken in the freshman year.

PY 291 (Research Methods I) is a fall only course.  PY 292 (Research Methods II) is only offered in the spring.  The Psychology department suggests that students take this sequence in the sophomore year, when possible. 

All PY 200-level courses (except PY 291 and PY 292) may be used by the non-psychology major as social science core courses, provided that the PY 101 prerequisite is met.

In the spring of their junior year, all psychology majors (including interdisciplinary majors) must pass a comprehensive examination measuring their knowledge of the discipline.  Students who are studying abroad at the time of testing will arrange with the director of undergraduate education in psychology to take the test as soon as possible on their return.  

Interdisciplinary majors must complete four psychology courses prior to the spring of their junior year to be eligible to sit for the examination.  
Psychology majors and interdisciplinary majors (except PY/BL) are required to take BL 105 (with lab).

The Psychology Department does not offer a minor.
Majors intending to pursue graduate studies who achieve a GPA or 3.500 or better become eligible to apply for the department’s accelerated B.A./M.S., thesis track program.  This program enables students to take graduate courses during their senior year which count toward both the bachelor’s and master’s degrees. 

Students may choose psychology as one component of an interdisciplinary major.  The following courses are required:

· PY 101 Introductory Psychology

· PY 201 or PY 202 or PY 203

· PY 291 Research Methods I

· PY 292 Research Methods II

· PY 241 or PY 242 or PY 243 or PY 244 (1 Developmental course)
· Three other courses chosen with the guidance of the academic adviser

· ST 110, ST 210, or ST 265

· BL 105, with lab
