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NOTES ON THE COMMUNI CATI ON MAJOR AND MI NOR 
  

1. Advertising/Public Relations Specialization students should minor-
ing in Marketing or Business, Modern Languages, or Fine Arts. 
Journalism Specialization students should take American Society 
(SC103) as their social science Core course. Digital Media Spe-
cialization students should minor in Fine Arts. All majors should 
take Media Ethics (PL316) to fulfill their ethics Core requirement.  

2. Students interested in publishing should choose the Journalism 
Specialization. 

3. Students wishing to study photojournalism should be either a Com-
munication major and a Fine Arts minor (photography) or a Fine 
Arts major and a Communication minor. 

4. The Minor in Communication consists of seven courses: at least 
two, 200-level courses; four 300- and 400-level courses; and one 
400-level capstone seminar. 

5. When planning to register, Communication majors and minors 
should complete this departmental advising sheet before meeting 
with the academic advisor. Students are responsible for fulfilling 
the degree requirements and for tracking their progress through De-
gree Audit, which is the document used by the Center for Academic 
Services and Support to determine eligibility for graduation. 

6. Multiple internship courses (CM421, CM422) may be taken for 
credit; however, only 1 three-credit internship will be counted to-
ward the graduation requirement. 

7. Professional Summer Semester in Media (CM424) may be taken 
for a maximum of six credits, which count as two Intermediate 
courses or Free Elective courses in the Communication major. 

8. Students must complete the diversity requirement through a desig-
nated diversity core, major, or elective course.
