You would do well to concentrate on those chapters or essays that deal more specifically with the religious subjects.)

Crocker, Chester A., with Fen Osler Hampson and Pamela Aall, ed., Turbulent Peace: The Challenges of Managing International Conflict.  Washington, D.C., United States Institute of Peace, 2001.  (This is the successor volume to Managing Global Chaos (above).  It may not actually be out yet, but will be very soon.  Like its predecessor, a great part of its value will be in the comprehensive bibliographies that accompany each chapter.)

Denitch, Bogdan, The Tragic Death of Yugoslavia.  Minneapolis, Univ. of Minnesota Press, 1994.  Study of a recent and still current conflict that was thoroughly riddled with the manipulative use of religion for ideological purposes.
