Learners’  Objectives:

· Study fundamental concepts in the field of Justice and Peace Studies, from a secular and interfaith-based perspective.

·  Apply the ideas of Peace Leadership from world religions to analyzing conflict

· Develop a GeoEthic based on personal faith

· Practice Mindful and Contemplative approaches to peace

· Consider careers in peacework through public advocacy, writing, film, theatre, Non-Governmental organizations and the U.S. Dept of State, interfaith organizations.

Course Description:

Through reading, reflection, and discussion, this introductory seminar explores interdisciplinary  and interfaith approaches to developing an ability to listen, negotiate, and analyze the causes of conflict, in order to both be a person of peace and to engage in work that will contribute to a more civil society, in the US and worldwide.

Each ppt presentation should be about 20-25 minutes, be well organized, present (1) cultural context, (2) political content, and explain why the person(s) won the Nobel Peace prize, and their philosophy of conflict-resolution, in your own opinion. Print out your ppt frames for instructor at time of presentation. Each presentation will be followed by 10 minutes of discussion, so each presention should begin with one or two questions for the seminar that require deep listening in order to be answered by all at the end of the presentation.

Assignment #3 Op-Ed  (1000 words) 10%  (due Nov. 20th or before you leave for thanksgiving break, in Dr. Badaracco’s mailbox, first floor, Johnston Hall) In an opinion piece, to be published hypothetically in the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel, propose a solution to a current conflict in any region of the world.
