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Transforming the World and Being Transformed

· Submissions should be approximately 20 pages in length

· Double-space the entire manuscript, including within notes, extracts, and bibliography. But do not put any extra spaces between paragraphs or between notes or bibliographical entries. 

· Use 12 point font. Do not use font changes other than italics or underlining. Note that underlined text will normally be printed as italic in the book. 

· Eliminate all formatting that is not essential to your manuscript. 
· Use margins of at least one inch on all sides of the page. 

· Superscripts and subscripts may be used

· Refer to the The Chicago Manual of Style (14th edition only) for questions of style, formatting of notes and references. If any questions remain, do not hesitate to contact your editors.
