How to Use ARTstor
To register: Go to http://loyola.edu/library on a Loyola computer on campus.
Under “Find Articles and other Resources,” look for “Databases by Title” and select: -A-
Select: ARTstor.  Enter the ARTstor digital library (Go).  Select: not registered?  Follow the registration instructions.  Once you are properly registered via the library, you can directly access ARTstor 24/7 anywhere in the world at www.artstor.org. You must disable your pop-up blocker for ARTstor to function properly.  ARTstor works best on a PC with Internet Explorer. 
Printing Images for Flashcards from ARTstor:

Log on at www.artstor.org
In the tool bar at the top of the page, select “Organize” followed by:

· Open image group

· Select “AH111 Images” or “AH313 Images” (depending on the class)

· Click “+” (This will open the images folder up.)

· Select the unit or exam group you need (eg. images for mid-term)
· Open

In the tool bar at the top of the page, select “Share” followed by:

· Print image group

· Brief record with commentary

Once the print preview appears, you can print images that are the perfect size for 3x5 or 4x6 flashcards.  NOTE:  You must be logged on to print.  If you open up ARTstor on a Loyola computer without being registered, it will not let you print.
Advanced ARTstor Functions:

Log on at www.artstor.org
In the tool bar at the top of the page, select “Tools” followed by:

· Download offline presentation tool (OIV)

· Follow the instructions to download OIV onto your computer. Log out of ARTstor.
Open the OIV on your computer and follow these steps:
Create a new presentation from ARTstor images. OK. Provide authentication information. NEXT.

Select image group. Double-click to open the group.  Select the file you need (Images for mid-term).  Let the preview come up first and then click download.  Go to “File” in the upper left hand corner.  Save (this may take a minute to appear).  Provide a file name.  Save. Enjoy your ARTstor image presentation!
