CAS Chairs meeting 17 October 2002
Rick Satterlee, Assistant Vice-President for Student Development, presented and commented on the results of the Academic Integrity Survey taken of students (n = 156) and faculty (n = 65).  He said that although plagiarism, especially via the Internet, is a growing problem at Loyola and elsewhere, it was not an epidemic problem.  The key problem has been consistency in sanctions: the Honor Code leaves the sanction to individual faculty.  He proposed three implications for policy: continued education of the community (as the Honors Council does, especially with new students); strict Honor Council Sanctions; and developing consistency within and between departments and the Honor Code.   Several Chairs were disturbed that only 50% of faculty said that they considered copying sentence trivial cheating.  One Chair recommended broader distribution of the section on plagiarism in the writing handbook used by students in the basic writing course.  Jim asked all departments to submit their policies on Honor Code sanctions so that we could determine where to go from here on the issue.
