Graduation Medals

CURRENT POLICY in the 2003 – 2004 UG Catalogue: “Departmental medals are presented to the graduating senior in each major who has the highest average in all courses required by the major with a minimum of a 3.500 average in the major and a 3.5000 cumulative average for all courses taken for the degree…. [a list of 29 medals follows]”

PROPOSED NEW POLICY

Department medals are presented to the graduating senior in each major whom the tenured and tenure-track faculty in each department think is the outstanding senior major.  Departments take into account primarily the cumulative grade point average in courses required by the major; departments may also take into account the overall grade point average, degree of difficulty of courses taken, and performance in those courses.  Each Department’s standards are available from the Chair and posted on the departmental website.  Departments are required to submit their selection to the Center for Academic Services and Support no later than five days before Spring graduation so that materials for graduation can be prepared.
Please e-mail me your department’s standard for awarding medals as that standard will be communicated to students by the Chair.
