Judge Sotomayor, who has been a  

federal judge for the US Court of Appeals for 

the Second Circuit since 1998, has had an  

impressive resume, including her position as a 

federal judge for the U. S. District Court 

Southern District of New York and an assistant 

district attorney for New York County.

After 
exploring the historical context, participants will engage in an honest dialogue 
on the    impact of racial identity on the struggle for social justice in the 
United States and Latin America. Mr. Zeballos has presented this interactive 
lecture at numerous national and international conferences such as the     
National Conference on Race and Ethnicity (NCORE) and the United States 
Hispanic Leadership Institute (USHLI). He also presents workshops on 
cross-racial relationships, exploring diversity, equity and social justice in the 
United States of America, and the issue of White privilege and the           
immigration debate.

Directions  

§ In a large bowl, thoroughly mix kiwi, Golden Delicious apples, 

raspberries, strawberries, white sugar, brown sugar and fruit 

preserves. Cover and chill in the refrigerator at least 15     

minutes. 

§ Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). 

§ Coat one side of each flour tortilla with butter flavored     

cooking spray. Cut into wedges and arrange in a single layer 

on a large baking sheet. Sprinkle wedges with desired amount 

of cinnamon sugar. Spray again with cooking spray. Bake in the 

preheated oven 8 to 10 minutes. 

§ Repeat with an remaining tortilla wedges. 

§ Allow to cool approximately 15  minutes. 

§ Serve with chilled fruit mixture.
