AND EARN 3 CREDIT HOURS AT LOYOLA COLLEGE

Loyola College in association with the Institut Linguistique du Peyrou is offering a Summer Immersion Program in Montpellier, France.  Students can enroll in Fr 101, 102, 103, 104 and 202.  Credits and grades transfer to Loyola.
PROGRAM DATES:
May 23 – June 16, 2014
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
The program at the Institut Linguistique du Peyrou  is designed to improve students’ speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills in real-world situations, and to increase their knowledge and appreciation of the richness and diversity of French culture.  Authentic multi-media materials will be used, and as part of their learning experience students will be asked to interview local residents, ask for information, and make purchases.

Upon their arrival in Montpellier, students will take a placement test to determine their proficiency level in French, after which they will be placed in small classes with between eight to twelve students.  Classes meet from 9 -12 Monday through Friday.  6 total hours of conversation instruction in the afternoons are also included which give students additional opportunities to improve their conversational skills and pronunciation.  Both the morning classes and the afternoon workshops are included in the price of the program.

In addition to classes, the program includes cultural and leisure-time activities as well as 2 full-day excursions on the weekends and 1 half day excursion to historical and cultural sites in Provence and Languedoc.  Two afternoons a week, students have the opportunity to go to the nearby beaches.

A full-time faculty member from Loyola College will travel with the students and will be on hand throughout their stay in Montpellier.

TRANSPORTATION
Round-trip transportation New York-Montpellier is included in the price of the program.   Students will leave from either Kennedy Airport, Newark or Philadelphia on MAY 23 and return on JUNE 16,2014.  The group will travel from Paris to Montpellier by train.

ACCOMMODATIONS
Students will be hosted by French families living near the institute or in suburbs, serviced by buses or the tram.  Breakfast and dinner are included in the cost of the program.  The opportunity to live in a French home will enrich students’ acquisition of both French language and culture.

MONTPELLIER
With a population of 250,000, Montpellier is the dynamic capital of the Languedoc Region.  A university town of international renown, as well as an important center of intellectual activity, this hospitable Mediterranean city hosts three prestigious festivals (theatre, music and dance) during the summer, and offers an exceptionally wide variety of cultural events.  During their free time, students will be able to sun and relax on long sandy beaches located only six miles away.
