Email Encryption:
How to Send an Encrypted Message
If you would like to send an encrypted email put [encrypt] in the subject of the email. Note: You must include the brackets for the email to be encrypted and the word encrypt must be spelled correctly. If you send the message with the title [encrpt] or leave off a bracket the email will not be sent encrypted.
You may treat your encrypted email like any other regular email: you may send it to multiple people, CC other recipients, write your message normally and it will look just like any other email as you write it—just make sure to include [encrypt] in the subject line. You will not see the message as encrypted in your ‘Sent’ folder in Outlook; it will look like any other email.
