Loyola University Maryland’s Performance Evaluation Form is designed to link employee performance to Loyola’s mission and values as reflected in the Jesuit tradition and to provide guidance and consistency to the evaluation process. It assists the supervisor in making decisions about merit increases, promotions and continuing employment. It should be used to summarize and evaluate the employee’s overall performance for the past year, to establish results to be achieved for specific tasks or projects for the next year, and to identify professional development goals to enable the employee to enhance performance in his/her current position or to prepare him/her for future growth.

Procedures
)	



1. The supervisor encourages the employee to complete a self-evaluation which will be used as input in the formal evaluation. The supervisor may specify format and deadline for submitting the self-evaluation. 

1. The supervisor prepares the evaluation.  Human resources recommends reviewing it with the next level of supervision before sharing it with the employee. All evaluations must include an overall evaluation score. Any category where employees are not meeting expectation must be addressed in Supervisor Comments in Section 2. Specific actions the employee should take to improve or further develop, as well as support the supervisor will provide may be addressed in Section 4. 

1. The supervisor discusses the evaluation with the employee and provides the employee at least one business day to review the evaluation and make comments. The supervisor must respond on the form to any employee comments in Section 5.

1. The employee and the supervisor sign the form and the supervisor forwards it to the next level of supervision for signature. The supervisor must make a copy of the signed evaluation for the employee and for the office file.  

1. The next level supervisor signs the form and forwards it to the human resources office for the employee file.

SECTION 1:
General Job Descriptions

Electrician I and II: Installs, maintains, and repairs electrical wiring, equipment, and fixtures in accordance with relevant codes. 
Electrician Supervisor: Serves as a working supervisor for the electrician unit responsible for directing day-to-day operations of electricians performing electrical maintenance work and installation service. Provides guidance, instruction and supervision to others, and is responsible for project monitoring and completion.

HVAC Mechanic I and II: Installs services, and repairs heating and air conditioning systems and monitors energy management systems in campus residences and facilities. 
HVAC Supervisor: Serves as a working supervisor for the HVAC unit in installing, servicing and repairing a variety of residential and commercial heating, ventilation, air conditioning and refrigeration equipment. Monitors energy management systems. Provides guidance, instruction and supervision to others, and is responsible for project monitoring and completion.

Maintenance Worker I and II: Performs work involving the skills of maintenance or craft occupations to keep machines, mechanical equipment, and the structures of campus facilities in repair. Duties involve basic plumbing, carpentry, painting, repairing electrical or mechanical equipment, installing new equipment; and repairing buildings, floors, and stairs.
Maintenance Supervisor: Serves as a working supervisor for the general maintenance unit performing general maintenance and repair work. Provides guidance, instruction and supervision to others, and is responsible for project monitoring and completion.

Plumber I and II: Assemble, install, and repair pipes, fittings, and fixtures of heating, water, and drainage systems, according to specifications and plumbing codes.
Plumber Supervisor: Serves as a working supervisor for the plumbing unit performing plumbing trades work. Provides guidance, instruction and supervision to others, and is responsible for project monitoring and completion.

Renovations Specialist I and II: Completes facilities renovations projects to maintain and enhance campus building interiors and exteriors, offices, dorm rooms, meeting spaces and outdoor areas. 
Renovations Specialist Supervisor: Serves as a working supervisor for the renovations unit performing building and facility renovation work. Provides guidance, instruction and supervision to others, and is responsible for project monitoring and completion.
