Country Information Sources Available Through LNDL 

On-line thru the library homepage – From the library homepage (http://www.loyola.edu/library), go to “Find Articles …” and select “Databases by Title.” Select the appropriate letter of the alphabet for each of these titles. 
Countries and their Cultures – Descriptive summaries of demographic, historical, cultural, economic, religious, and political information on countries around the world. 
Gale Encyclopedia of Multicultural America – Essays on specific culture groups in the United States emphasizing religions, holidays, customs, and languages in addition to information on historical background and settlement patterns and assimilation.
Political Risk Yearbook – presents background information on the political, social, and economic climate in over 100 countries.
EIU Viewswire  -- provides analyses and forecasts of the political, economic, and business environment in more than 180 countries. Although business-oriented, can provide useful background information in current events in the countries covered.

Online
Country Studies – (http://lcweb2.loc.gov/frd/cs/) describes and analyzes political, economic, and social systems and institutions. Particular information is devoted to the people who make up the society, their origins, beliefs, values, and interests. (The on-line version is more current, but if a particular country is not represented on-line, check for a paper version in the LNDL catalog.) Print Reference Books  (These books must be used in the library.)
Pocket Guide to Cultural Health Assessment (Ref RT86.54.G45) – Provides essential information to assess and care for the culturally diverse patient.  Covering about 170 countries, includes information on interpersonal aspects such as eye contact and touch, birth and death rituals, food practices, and family structure including child care. 

Culture and Nursing Care (Ref RT86.54.C835)  Describes about 24 cultural regions, with country subdivisions, providing guidelines to help health care workers achieve competence in dealing with diverse cultures.  Includes information on ethnic identity, communication, including non-verbal communication such as touch and tone of voice, food practices, birth and death rituals, family relationships, and religion.

Transcultural Concepts in Nursing Care  (Ref RT86.54.A53) – Actually focuses on aspects of transcultural care but includes bits of information and some useful references within these sections.
Countries and their Cultures (Ref GN307 .C68) -- Entries contain summaries of countries around the world, including demographic, historical, cultural, economic, religious, and political information (Also available online thru LNDL's Databases by Title list.) 

Craighead's International Business, Travel, and Relocation Guide to 81 Countries (Ref. HF5549.5 E45C886) – Provides in-depth information about the business environment and everyday living and working conditions in various countries. It covers topics such as general country orientation, economic and political overview, money, banking and tax matters, business customs and protocol, housing, schools, and social etiquette. Serves as major source for people relocating to other countries.

Culturgrams: The Nations Around Us (Ref. GT150.C85) -- focuses on the culture of the countries covered, presents the daily customs and lifestyle of the society, and also provides information about the political and economic structures. Emphasizes the unique values, customs, and cultural assumptions of the people covered.

Worldmark Encyclopedia of Cultures and Daily Life (Ref. GN333.W67) – organized by cultural group, not country (Index lists cultures within specific countries), provides information on approximately 500 cultures of the world, covering twenty different areas of daily life including clothing, food, language, traditions, and religion. Emphasis on how people live today, not on how they lived in the past. Provides information on hyphenated groups (Cambodian-Americans, Filipino-Americans) in the United States (Volume 2).


The Complete Idiot's Guide to Cultural Etiquette (Ref. BJ1838.T87) -- contains quick and easy guidance on mastering the traditions of other cultures and also advice on etiquette around the world. Helps you avoid faux pas.  Wikipedia contains information on etiquette in various countries under the heading faux pas or under Ettiquette in (country).  
Kiss, Bow, or Shake Hands (Ref. HF5389.M67) -- describes the country background, business practices, protocol, and cultural orientation of sixty countries around the world. Will help you understand how people in these cultures will speak, act, negotiate, and make decisions.

The Europa World Year Book (Ref. JN1.E85) -- provides detailed information about history, government, politics and political parties, trade, economics, education, and demographics. It includes names and addresses of organizations, newspapers, and other publications, and people holding office or positions in government and various organizations. Updated annually. 

Statistical Abstract of the World (Ref. HA154.S83) -- presents data on 186 countries of the world in tabular format which allows easy comparison. Information includes physical characteristics, demographic information, government, trade, production, economic, and education statistics. 

 
Circulating Books 
To discover books that contain information on several cultures, use terms such as cross cultural, multicultural, and transcultural in combination with communication, or communication disorders or another general term, as keywords.  Once you have located some relevant books, use the subject headings listed on these records to find additional books on the same subject.  
If you check these books out, please share them with your classmates.  Those who borrow these books from a classmate, please be certain to return them to the classmate so that they can be returned to the library.
Some examples of circulating books containing information on many cultures:
Transcultural Nursing: Assessment and Intervention  (RT86.54.T73)  Framework of six cultural phenomena including communication, space, social organization, time, environmental control, and biological variations applied to assessment and care of specific cultures most likely to be encountered by health care personnel practicing in the United States.
Caring for Women Cross-Culturally (RT86.54.C365)  Comprehensive source of culturally relevant information for those who provide services to immigrant and minority women.  

Caring for Patients from Different Cultures (RT86.54.G35)  Information on cultures is scattered throughout the book’s sections on communication, family and gender issues, spiritual and end of life issues. An appendix includes brief cultural profiles for a few ethnic groups on a variety of  aspects of culture including communication, religion, family/gender issues, time orientation, and health related practices.  Includes a bibliography of books and articles, as well as websites, for several ethnic groups.
Culture Care Diversity and Universality: A Worldwide Nursing Theory (RT86.54.C85) Although focusing on ethnonursing theory, this book includes research on several specific ethnic groups and lists cultural values and cultural care constructs for a number of specific cultures.

Also look for books on your specific culture (such as Vietnamese) and look for books also on hyphenated Americans (Vietnamese Americans).
Use some of these same terms when looking for articles.
