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during a fire. If you should hear a fire alarm in any building on the Loyalgersity campus
you should do the following:

a. Fire Emergency:

e Exit the building through the nearest stairwell
e Close doors andatify visitors, tenants and occupants that there is an emergency and
they need to evacuate
e Assist disabled occupants to the stairwell or safe haven area and give their location to
the fire department
e Go to the building Rally Point (see Rally Points Map)
e Wait for instruction fromStudent Life,Campus Police or the Fire Department
e Donotreenter a buil di ng unt iHreDepagmeita | | cl ear

Other emergencies that could occur at Loydtaversity may require different evacuation
procedurs. Please read the following sections so that you may be informed as to your
responsibilities during other emergencies.

b. General Fire Evacuation Procedures

If a fire alarm is activated in a campus building:

o Campus Police will respond to all fire ed@s and emergency situations. They will
notify the Baltimore City Fire Department if any fire alarm is activated.

. Campus Police and the Student Life Staff will assist in the complete evacuation of
the building and control the occupants in the assenbly antil the emergency has
been abate(see specific building evacuation information)

. Occupants of all floors will immediately evacuate the building at the sound of the
fire alarm system. Follow all the instructions below:

In the event you discoverfire:

o Remain calm and find the quickest and safest method of escape. Walk, do not run.
o Pull the nearesedmanual pull station (usually on the wall near stairwells and
exits). This will activate the buildingéb

. Report the fire (regrdless of size) to Public Safety at xX5911. Give the following
info:
1. Your Name
2. Location of fire (Building name, Apt, Room # or area)
3. Injured people



Assist in the evacuation of the building. Give any disabled occupant info to Campus
Police or the BCFD um exiting.

Close all doors when leaving rooms. If your room/apt door is hot to the touch and
smoke is beginning to filter into your room; place a wet towel under the door or seal
it with tape. Wave a sheet or large garment out the window. Wait fotaasse

from the BCFD.

Use the nearest stairwell, walk on the right side. Elevators will not be ineservic
during a fire alarm condition. ®@not attempt to use an elevator. Exit out of the
building. Go to the Rally Point (See Rally Point Map).

Keep lowand crawl in any smoke filled areas.
Do not reenter the building until the all clear has been annountad occurs after

the BCFD gives their all clear and Campus Pdlied/orStudent Life has completed
the floor survey.

c. Safety Guidelines forPortable Fire Extinguishers

Only use an extinguisher if you are comfortable and confident with its opeegaitbine
following conditions have been met:

e Aclear egress and exit from area exists

e Someone called for help (Public Safety at extension x5911)

e The fire is small and manageable (size of a small trashcan)

e The fire is not spreading

e The extinguisher is in working order (i.e. inspection tag with current date punched)
e You are using the correct type of extinguisher with the class of fire present

Remember these basic safety principles:

-

* Only fight a fire for 30 seconds (approx. time an extinguisher lasts)




* Proted yourself from heat and smoke *

* Only use C or ABC extinguishers on electrical appliances or wiring *

* Never allow the fire to get between you and your means of escape

* |f outdoors, always attack the fire with the wind to your back *

* Back out of the area keeping an eye on the extinguished fire *

* Extinguishers are under pressure, be prepared for some force when releasing *

* Remember every fire gives off some toxic gases in the smoke *

month at 1:00 p.m.

A message wils t a hischasibéen a test of the campus emergency notification system. Had
there been an actual emergency, you would have been given specific instructions on what to do.
This concludes the test of the campus emergency notification gystem
Some exarples of critical event messages:
HURRICANE:
Seek inside safe refuge, stay on the lower floors, and move away from windows. All persons
should remain in placandstay calm until you hear the all clear signal.

TORNADO:

Go inside to the lowest inteni floor of the nearest building and stay away from windows.
Remain indoors until you hear the all clear signal.

HAZMAT:

Go inside, close all windows and doors. Turn off all ventilation systems, air conditioners, or
heating units. Remain indoors untdu hear the all clear signal.

TERRORIST:

Follow instructions provided by Campus Police, or other emergency preparedness personnel.
EVACUATE:

Gather your emergency items and wait for instructions of Student Life or Campus Police.
ACTIVE SHOOTER:

Attention, there is an imminent threat to theversitycommunity. Seek inside safe refuge.

Lock yourself into a room, barricade the doorway, spread out, andffuthre lights and your

cell phone if the shooter is close. After the shooter passes éxé@ opposite direction, or stay

in place. Call 911 and update police if it is safe.

ALL CLEAR :

Attention, the emergency is ov&epeat, the emergency is over. Resume your normal
activities.

c. Other Threats

The ptential threats that could effect the operation of Loydhéversity can besegmented into
threecategoriesStateor Regional effects, Baltimore effecemdor Loyola effects. Principal
threats that couldffectour residentiabndor academic budings can include natural disasters,
weather events, fire, bomb, or building collapse.

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h. FAC/Reitz Assembly

We will have two assembly areas thall be used to shelter our students/faculty/staff and
visitors. Depending on which building you are evacuating from will depend on your final
assembly area. The emergency itself may dictate which area as well. Typically, most buildings
on the east sidef Charles Stwill assemble at Reitz Arena. Buildings on the west side of
Charles St. will assemble at the Fitness and Aquatic Center (FAC).

i. Sustainment

to be blocked. Three days worth of food and water are available in case we kegp to

students on campus. Medical needs will be assessed and carried out during thisSmemed.
emergency power will also be available. If you should leave Layalaersity during an

emergency please let someone from the Student Life staff know your whereabouts. We will be
conducting headcounts and trying to account for everyone on campus. Employees should report
to their supervisor whether they will be leaving or not.

After notification by sirens residents should tune to
one of the local radio stations to be notified of the proper proesdarfollow. Types of
emergencies may include:

Unintentional Chemical/Biological or Radiological releases
Terrorism attacks

Amber Alerts (kidnapping)
