APPLICATION - HAUBER SUMMER RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP
2013

Each summer, a select group of highly motivated, talented undergraduates from the six natural science departments complete research with faculty.  Typically, at least eight students are selected for the program each summer, and these Hauber Fellows have the opportunities for research, seminars, journal clubs, and social activities.  In this program you will spend the equivalent of 10 weeks (40 hours/week) pursuing research with your faculty mentor at Loyola University.

For many students, a Hauber Fellowship has been a stepping-stone to on-campus and national awards as Undergraduate Research and Scholarship Symposium and Goldwater Scholars. These Fellows also may have opportunities to co-authoring presentations and publications, and enhance their applications for professional or graduate schools.  

The research fellowship carries a stipend of $5,000. Campus housing and other expenses must be fully paid by the student. 

Each Hauber Fellow presents a seminar of their research to the faculty and their Hauber peers. Hauber fellows present a formal summary paper and a student poster early in the fall term. Hauber Fellows are also eligible to be Loyola Student Ambassadors for the Cosmos & Creation conference. This seminar series on science and religion will be held June 14th through June 16th.

Expectations of a Hauber Research Fellow Candidate: 

To enrich and complete this experience, you are required to:

1. Identify a sponsoring faculty member and a research project.
2. Submit an application and be selected as a Hauber Fellow.
3. Conduct research with your Hauber faculty mentor within a 10-week period.
4. Attend weekly Hauber luncheon seminars on each Wednesday afternoon.
5. Deliver a thirty-minute Hauber Fellowship seminar on your project.
6. Prepare a summary report of your research by late September.
7. Prepare a poster and attend a poster session during Parents Weekend in the fall. 
8. Present the electronic copies of your presentation, poster, and paper to the Hauber administrator.
