S
is currently involved in a book project on Zhou in the broader
context of a family writing tradition, as both her mother and
brother in-law were also writers with different perspectives.

Modern conflicts such ambkaolence, guerilla resistance, and
marginality are addressed, as portrayed in testimonial writings, documentaries, paintings, and music. Students also analyee t
effect of drugtrafficking on the rise in sicarios (young paid assassins) and their samultural practices, as well as the
representation of juvenile violence both in literature and film.

SN 32 z Spanish Literature at the Turn of the Century

This course examines the various literary and philosophical responses among Spanish writers to the loss of the last colonies
after the War of 18998 and the paradoxical entrance of Spain into the twentieth centuryt focuses on the major intellectual
trends in Europe and the Americas which influenced radical changes of style and structure in the narrative, poetry, and theat
of the period.Readings include works by Miguel de Unamuno, Pio Baroja, Ramdén Maria del Vhd#an, Juan Ramén Jiménez,
and Antonio Machado.Prereq.: SN203 or SN217 or written permission of the instructor.

SN 33 z Contemporary Spanish Literature: The Generations of 1914 and 1927

A survey of Spanish literature at the beginning of the twentieth centy (1910-1936), covering the major figures in poetry,
drama, and narrative fiction. Particular attention is paid to the relationship between literary structures and the innovatiogin
technology and social and politicabrganizations which characterize tle period.Readings include Ramén Gémez de la Serna,
Carmen de Burgos, RaméRérez de Ayala, Pedro Salinas, Federico Garcia Lorca, Ernestina de Champourcin, and otlifreseq.:
SN203 or SN217 or written permission of the instructor.

SN 370D z Nineteent h-Century Latin American Novel (Diversity)

This course bcuses on the relationship between love and social institutions in nineteentbentury Latin America.Special
attention is given to the power of love, social norms, dictatorship, and the institutionfaslavery. Also examines gender/racial
issues within their social norms. Prereq.: SN203 or SN217 or written permission of the instruct@ounts toward Gender Studies
Minor and Latin American and Latino Studies Minor.
