Course Information

2 Italian language courses are required
· Both courses will count as electives

· You must have two free electives available for the Italian courses to count towards your degree

· No necessary background required
· It is not necessarily a good idea to save the language core for Italian in Rome because you are not guaranteed to place into the level that you need
· The following course equivalencies are offered: IT 101, IT 102, IT 103, IT 104, IT 150, IT 151, IT 212
· IT 212 can count towards the Italian Studies minor 

Courses are extremely limited.  We usually offer 4-5 courses per semester.  The following courses are typically offered:
· 2nd Theology core (200-level)

· 2nd History core (300-level)
· 2nd English core (200-level)

· 2nd Philosophy core (200-level)
The following courses are sometimes offered:

· Ethics core
All Honors students can be accommodated for this program.  Students will work individually with the professors to write additional papers to raise the course levels to Honors status.
Students can count up to three courses from the Rome program towards the Italian Studies minor (any Italian language at the 200-level, plus some of the core courses offered can count towards the minor).

Course offerings are not set until the semester prior i.e. spring courses are decided upon in the fall.
