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Apple Mac OS Installation

Installing Loyola Print2Go
NOTE: During this setup process you may be required to authenticate yourself as an administrator of the machine.
1. Download the installer package here. 
2. Double click on the Loyola2Go.dmg installer to open the disk image.  This disk image contains the installer entitled "Popup.pkg". 
3. Double click on the Popup.pkg file to run it. 
4. During the installation, you may be asked to select a destination disk.  You will only be able to select the startup disk.  Click <Continue> once the destination has been selected. 
5. Click <Install>  (or <Upgrade>) and Pharos Popup 8.0 will be installed.
Adding and Configuring Printers
To complete the setup and to start using the Pharos printers, you will need to add a Pharos printer queue to your system. The process differs slightly depending on what version of OS X that you are using.
Follow the instructions under the appropriate section below.
Mac OS X 10.4 (Tiger)
1. Open Printer Setup Utility in /Applications/Utilities/. 
2. Click the <Add> button in the toolbar, then hold down the <Option> key on the keyboard and click the <More Printers…> button. 
3. From the topmost menu, select Advanced. 
4. From the <Device> menu, select Pharos Print Server. 
5. In the <Device Name> field, enter LoyolaPrint2Go – <campusname> (Enter the campus location for <campus name>) 
6. In the <Device URI> field, depending on your campus, enter:

8. From the <Printer Model> menu, select Generic Postscript Driver 
9. Click <Add>   The new Pharos queue will now show up in the list of printers. 
10. Click <Apply Changes> and then close the Printer Info dialog box. 
11. To print to the new queue, select it from the printer popup button in the print dialog of any application.  When you send a print job to it, you will be prompted with a few questions to help you identify your job at the print release station. 
For Mac OS X 10.5 (Leopard) or 10.6 (Snow Leopard)
1. Open System Preferences from the Apple menu and click on the <Print & Fax> icon. 
2. Click the <+> button. 
3. If the <Advanced> button is not showing on the Toolbar, you can add it as follows:

1. Hold down the <Control> key on the keyboard and click anywhere on the toolbar. From the popup menu that appears, select <Customize Toolbar...> 
2. Drag the <Advanced> icon to the toolbar, drop it there, and then close the customization dialog by clicking <Done>.
5. Click the <Advanced> button in the toolbar. 
6. From the <Type> popup button, select Pharos Print Server. 
7. In the <URL> field, depending on your campus, enter:

9. In the <Name> field, enter LoyolaPrint2Go – <campusname> (Enter the campus location for <campus name>) 
10. From the <Print Using> popup button, choose Generic Postscript Driver 
11. Click <Add>    The new Pharos queue will now show up in the list of printers. 
12. To print to the new queue, select it from the printer popup button in the print dialog of any application. When you send a print job to it, you will be prompted with a few questions to help you identify your job at the print release station. 
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
