MA 251, MA 252 and ST 210 must be taken prior to any intermediate courses. 
Mathematics majors with enhanced computer skills find a wider job market open to them.  However, students cannot consider their computer skills truly “marketable” having only taken CS 151.  CS 202 offers students the opportunity to learn the complete syntax of a computer language and gives them the necessary experience to become proficient programmers.  All majors are urged to consider taking CS 202.

The Mathematics and Statistics Department recommends that students who have AP credit for MA 251 or who have taken Calculus I at another college take MA 252 in the fall semester.  In the fall semester, more than 50% of the students in MA 252 are in this position.  Consequently, instructors spend time helping students make this transition.  By contrast, in the spring semester the majority of the students in MA 252 have just taken MA 251 at Loyola.
