CS 485 is offered every other year.

ST 465 is offered every year in the fall semester, while ST 472 is offered every year in the spring semester.

CS 403 should be taken instead of DS 303 by double majors in computer science and data science. CS 312 is a prerequisite for CS 403.

The Data Science major cannot be combined with a minor in Computer Science, Information Systems and Data Analytics, or Statistics. Students may double major with these programs.
