The interdisciplinary minor in Italian Studies improves student understanding of the complexities in contemporary Italy, while also engaging students in an unusually rich intellectual experience.
Courses must be distributed minimally across three disciplines (e.g. EN, HS, IT, ML). Two courses may be cross-counted between the Italian Studies minor and another major or minor, as long as the department chair in the other major or minor is in agreement.
A service-learning or study abroad/international experience is strongly recommended. The International experience must be in Italy, and up to three study abroad courses can count toward the Italian Studies minor. Upon their return from study abroad, all students with a Minor in Italian Studies must take at least one 300-level course in the minor. The service-learning option is integral to an approved Italian Studies course and entails working with a group of Italophones in the greater Baltimore area. Students are strongly encouraged to consult with their minor advisor before and after studying abroad.
Additional courses may be approved as electives if, if any given semester, the course meets one of the following requirements and is approved by the coordinator of the minor PRIOR to registration for the course:
· At least one-half of the course material involves Italian or Italian tradition as measured through written work and topics covered through lecture, reading, and testing.

· The student completes a final project involving Italy (its culture, literature, and/or history/social situation).

· It is taught in Italian about Italian materials.
